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Journal of Oceanography Most Cited Paper Award

1. Purpose

The Editorial Board of the Journal of Oceanography (JOEB) shall select papers annually
to be the best in terms of citation frequency from among the papers published in the
Journal of Oceanography (JO). JOEB awards the authors with the Journal of
Oceanography Most Cited Paper Award (JOMOCA).

2. Qualifications
All papers published in the Journal of Oceanography in the three years prior to the award
year are eligible for the JOMOCA.

3. Selection procedure

JOEB shall select the award-winning papers based on the total number of citations by
the end of the year preceding the award year, as acknowedged by Web of Science
(®Clarivate). In selection, for papers other than review papers (original article, short
contribution), the total number of citations multiplied by 1.5 is used as the Citation Index
for the JOMOCA. For review papers, the total number of citations is used as the Citation
Index. The number of award-winning papers each year shall be the one, or not exceed
three, with the highest Citation Index.

4, Report
The Editor-in-Chief shall report the winning papers and the authors to the Board of

Directors, the Oceanographic Society of Japan.

5. Award
The Editor-in-Chief shall award the JOMOCA to the authors of the winning papers and
send a certificate to the first author. The first author will receive a supplementary award

from Springer Nature.

6. Announcement
The winning papers and the authors shall be announced in the Journal of Oceanography,
and on the websites of the Oceanographic Society of Japan and the Journal of

Oceanography.

7. Revision
Amendments to these terms and conditions may not be made without a vote of two-

thirds or more of the JOEB members. Any changes will be reported to the Board of the



Directors.
